b. Turn in your lesson plan to your advisor with this handout showing how you Be sure to complete Worksheet 12 and turn it into your advisor.will reach every student.

c. Go to the BLOG and tell about a time you misbehaved in class and what the teacher did to correct you. What should the teacher have done?

Week 13  _________________________________
a. Teach! This is your week to teach your unit! Make sure you digitally record yourself in action for at least 30 minutes. When you finish please fill out this reflective critique.

b. This week begin developing a short lesson plan (30 -60 minutes) for an elementary or middle school class. This is really more of a one day presentation than a lesson.
