1. What parts of the pledge refer to you and what parts to the nation? 

2. Compare the pledge to another pledge (Scouts, for example). How are they similar and how 
are they different? 

3. What elements do all pledges have? 

Synthesis 

1. Write a pledge for your family that all members would be willing to sign. 

2. Write a class pledge (school, neighborhood, community, club, etc.) 

Evaluation 

1. Should every nation have a pledge? Support your position. 

2. Should everyone say the pledge? Support your position. 

3. Should the pledge be said every day? Support your position. 

4. What would improve the pledge? Why?
